1.4 If there is a conflict between the Rules or Regulations, other than the RRS, the Sailing Instructions will prevail. 

2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

2.1 The Regatta is open to members currently registered with the Queensland 125 Association. 

2.2 All Competitors shall present at Registration their current YACHTING AUSTRALIA MEMBERSHIP CARD. 

2.3 All Competitors shall be financial members of the Queensland 125 Association which is affiliated with a National Authority recognized by the ISAF.

5. MEASUREMENTS 

5.1 Owners / helmspersons may be requested to present their hulls, foils, masts, spars and sails for measurement, inspection for compliance with YA Special Regulations Part 2 and hull weighing during the time specified prior to the Regatta and at any time during the Regatta when requested by the 125 Association Measurer or Race Committee. 

5.2 Only one set of sails, one set of spars, one centreboard and one rudder is permitted to be used in the Regatta. The Race Committee may approve replacement if the original of these items is damaged beyond repair. 

6. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS 

The Sailing Instructions will be available at Registration. 

7. VENUE 

The Regatta will be conducted at the Maryborough Sailing Club Hervey Bay and sailed on the waters of Hervey Bay. 

8. COURSES 

8.1 The courses which will be detailed in the Sailing Instructions will be triangular incorporating windward and leeward legs. 

8.2 B Division Course will be one leg shorter than A Division and spinnakers will be allowed in B Division 

9. SCORING 

9.1 The low point system of Appendix A will apply. 

9.2 Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series. 

9.3 When only three races can be completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores 

9.4 When more than 3 races are completed, a boats worst score will be discarded. 

10. SUPPORT BOATS 

Spectator craft will ensure they do not interfere with any boats racing on the course. 

11. RADIO COMMUNICATION 

A boat shall neither make radio transmissions whilst racing nor receive radio communications. This restriction also applies to cellular telephones. 

12. PRIZES 

Perpetual trophies and prizes will be awarded as listed below and other trophies and prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the organising authority. 

Open Championship - 1st 2nd & 3rd 

Handicap 1st 2nd & 3rd 

Juniors 1st (Skipper and Crew under 18 on the 29th of March, 2013) 

Masters 1st (Skipper over 40yrs or combination over 70yrs on the 29th of March, 2013) 

B Division - 1st Scratch 

B Division -1st, 2nd & 3rd Handicap (if sufficient entries)
