Eligibility

1.
All Helmsmen and Crews competing in the Series must be financial members of the 125 Association of Australia 
(SA Division Inc.) and a Club affiliated with Yachting SA.

2.
Each boat must have a current measurement certificate, which must be presented to the Race Committee upon request.

3.
1 Mainsail, 1 Spinnaker and 1 Jib may be used for the Series. The sails declared shall be presented to the Measurer for identification. In the event of damage necessitating the replacement of a sail, that sail, and the replacement sail must be presented to the Measurer or his nominated representative, for inspection and approval, either before racing commences or at the end of the days racing..

4.
The Race Committee reserves the right to check any competing boat at any time.

3.
Entries

1.
Entries for the Series shall be submitted on the entry form and shall be lodged with the Race Committee at least two hours prior to the start of the first race.

2.
All entries must be accompanied by the prescribed fee of $60.

This entry fee includes GST and the host club safety fee.

4.
Racing Rules


NOTE:- Racing Rules of Sailing have been revised and are applicable from 1st January 2013. It is your responsibility to be familiar with the relevant rules. 

They can be downloaded from www.yachting.org.au/racingrules

1.
The Regatta will be governed by the current Racing Rules of Sailing, and amendments, the Prescriptions and Special Regulations of Yachting Australia.

2.
The Class Rules of the 125 Association of Australia will apply, except where races are back to back, this will not affect the number of dropped races.

3. 
When 4 or more races are completed a boat’s worst result will be discarded. When 3 races are completed all races shall count. 3 races are needed to comprise a series.

5.
Trophies

Trophies awarded to the Helmsman and Crew of:-

1.
The State Champion, least points for the Series. 

2.
The State Junior Champion, least points for Helmsman & Crew both under 18 years at September 1, 2013.

3.
The State Masters Champion, skipper over 50 years of age at September 1, 2013.

4.
2nd overall. 

5.
Fastest time in each heat.

6.
1st overall on handicap.

7.
Recipients of trophies in items 1 or 4 above shall not be eligible for trophies in 6.

8.
To receive a Perpetual Trophy in items 1, 2 & 3, the Helmsman shall be a South Australian resident. 

9.
Other trophies as decided by the Race Committee.

6.
Scoring System

1.
Points shall be scored and any ties resolved in accordance with the Low Point System of the Racing Rules of Sailing. ie. 1st=1, 2nd=2, 3rd=3 etc.

2.
The Series shall be sailed over 6 Heats, 5 to be counted, (5 sailed count 4, 4 sailed count 3, 3 sailed count 3), a minimum of 3 races for a Series.

3.
Points shall be allocated on a boat/helmsman combination. 

Change of crew shall only be permitted with the approval of the Race Committee.

7.
Handicapping

Handicaps shall be applied by the 125 handicapper.

8.
Disclaimer of Liability

Competitors participate in the Regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS rule 4, Decision to Race, which states: The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone.

The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the Regatta.

Whyalla Yacht Clubs and/or the 125 Association of Australia (SA Division Inc.) are not responsible for the seaworthiness of a boat whose entry is accepted or the sufficiency or adequacy of its equipment.

The 125 Association of Australia (SA Division Inc.) reserves the right to refuse an entry.

Sailing Instructions

1.
The Sailing Instructions are those prescribed by Yachting SA and set out in www.sa.yachting.org.sa/site/yachting/sa/downloads/Events-NOR, except as modified by these Sailing Instructions, or on the Notice Board 1 hour prior to the start of the day's racing.


This Notice Board is located at the bottom of the stairwell on the eastern side of the Yacht club building.

2.
Competitors intending to start shall register their intention on the host club’s nomination system, for each day of racing. This shall be in the vicinity of the Notice Board.

Any boat failing to nominate may be considered a non-competitor in those races. 

Competitors retiring from a race are reminded of the sign-off requirement.

3.
Shorten Course procedures and Course alterations as per Racing Rules of Sailing, at the discretion of the Race Officer.

4.
Sail numbers need only be displayed on Mainsails as per class rules.

5.
Alternative penalties, 720 degree turns are permitted as per Racing Rules of Sailing, refer to breifing.
